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The following items will be key features of the redevelopment:

Float Characters 
These iconic characters will be incorporated into the redevelopment as key features, wherever possible.

Monument
The monument is important to the park’s identity and to the heritage of Mackay. A monument capturing this important heritage will be a key design 
feature for the new park.

Environmentally Sustainable Practices
This includes planting suitable to Mackay’s tropical climate, the long term ability to support bird life and the use of local materials, including picnic 
furniture and landscaping materials.

Parking
The provision of over�ow parking for the harbour is being investigated during development of the commercial design. MPL is working closely with 
Mackay Regional Council on this issue and further information about parking options will be available as the design progresses.

Project timings
The table below outlines timeframes for the redevelopment of Mulherin Park:

Access to Mulherin Park during construction
MPL will make a concerted effort to keep some of the park accessible throughout the redevelopment. For safety reasons, there will be times when some 
sections of the park may be inaccessible during construction.  There will also be times when the whole park is closed due to civil works, for example 
drainage, in order to maintain public safety.

Any areas temporarily closed will be clearly signed and physical barriers in place, to maintain the highest safety standards.

Mulherin Park is an important part of the Mackay community. 
Owned by Mackay Ports Limited (MPL), the park is a popular recreation 
area for residents and visitors.   

Existing community facilities include playground equipment, picnic 
and barbecue areas and popular festival �oat characters, such as Fred 
Flintstone and Snoopy. 

Generations of people have grown up enjoying Mulherin Park. However, 
some of the park equipment and landform do not meet existing 
acceptable community safety standards. 

MPL is committed to creating safer, more user-friendly parkland with 
enhanced amenities for community use. To achieve this, Mulherin Park will 
be redeveloped to include improved facilities for all park users to enjoy.

To retain this valuable community asset, the underutilised northern end 
of the park will be redeveloped to include commercial activities. These 
are likely to be occupied by marine and port related facilities and be 
sympathetic to the park. 

This newsletter contains detailed information about the proposed 
redevelopment of Mulherin Park.

What is happening at Mulherin Park?
The Mulherin Park redevelopment will provide the community with 
enhanced, contemporary facilities, including:

is anticipated this will be in keeping with existing commercial activity in the 
precinct and may also include facilities which can be used by park visitors, 
such as a café or coffee shop. 

Commercial development will also help develop Mulherin Park and the 
surrounding precinct as a tourist destination in its own right. 

Revenue generated from commercial operations will contribute to future 
park maintenance.

How is this different from the previous 
Land Use Plan?
MPL’s previous Land Use Plan was completed in 2008 and was not 
progressed due to a number of related activities occurring at the time, 
including the State Government’s Ports Review and sale of the Mackay 
Airport.  

Consultation on the Land Use Plan at this time also indicated the 

response to this, MPL has now revised the original plan in line with this 
feedback. 

The revised plan has increased the amount of parkland to be redeveloped, 
and reduced the size and scope of the commercial element.

This means 70 percent of the area will be retained as parkland, including 
revitalisation of a currently underutilised southern section of Mulherin 
Park.  This will bring the total park area to approximately 30,000m2.

This redevelopment will improve and revitalise Mulherin Park, while also 
ensuring the future maintenance of this important community asset. 
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How can I be involved?
MPL values community involvement. We are now seeking community and stakeholder feedback on the proposed redevelopment via the feedback form 
enclosed in this newsletter and a series of public displays.

Meetings will also be held with elected representatives, Mackay Regional Council and other key stakeholders.  The existing MPL Community Reference 
Group will also be consulted regarding the proposed redevelopment.

All community and stakeholder feedback obtained during consultation activities will be considered in the �nal design of the park, along with technical 
and design requirements.
